ebruary could be said to be a quieter 
month than many. Christmas and  
New Year have been celebrated and we

Claudius was impressed by Valentine and had a discussion 
with him, attempting to get him to convert to Roman paganism 
in order to save his life. Valentine refused and tried to convert 
Claudius to Christianity instead. Because of this, he was  
executed. Before his execution, he is reported to have  
performed a miracle by healing the blind daughter of his jailer. 

This has nothing much to do with the romantic love that we 
celebrate on Valentineôs Day but there is also another legend 
that portrays Valentine as a priest who continued to perform 
marriages in secret after the Emperor Claudius, seeking to  
bolster his army, forbade young men to marry.  

For his defiance, it is said that Valentine was executed on 
February 14, AD 270.The earliest surviving Valentine is from 
the 15th century, written by Charles, Duke of Orleans, to his 
wife who was being held in the Tower of London following his 
capture at the Battle of Agincourt. 

Today Valentineôs Day is big business as half the population 
in the UK  buys cards, flowers and chocolates for some one

S 
ybil Wattsô death in December, just three weeks short of 
her 98

th
 birthday, was the end of a lifetime spent in  

Upton Cheyney and Bitton.  

Sybilôs great contribution to the life of Upton Cheyney Church 
is acknowledged elsewhere but that was only part of her role in 
our community over many years.  

From Upton Cheyney School, Sybil won a scholarship to  
Kingswood Grammar School and - had she lived a generation 
or two later she would no doubt have gone on to university.  

As it was, Sybil left school and trained as a shorthand  
secretary, working for partners in professional firms in Bristol.  

Her arrival for the Bristol bus in the morning was tightly timed 
ï too tightly sometimes, with her fellow passengers persuading 
the driver to hold on while Sybilôs short but rapid strides could 
be heard approaching.  

In retirement Sybil was a member of the Tea Club and  
renowned for liking four spoonfuls of sugar in her tea!  But  
perhaps the most impressive memory of Sybil is that when her 
health began to fail, she recognised the moment when she had 
to move into care at St Georgeôs Nursing Home and accepted 
this with great cheerfulness.  
Her mind remained lively to the end -  Countdown, University 
Challenge and all quiz shows were favourites (with Sybil  
frequently beating the contestants) and sport was closely  
followed, particularly snooker, tennis, golf and cricket. At the 
same time, Sybil was solving crosswords and always had a 
book on the go.  

A visit to see Sybil always left me cheerful and I know that 
she is much missed by many friends.

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Fly-tipping in Bitton 
Even though fly-tipping is illegal, with punishment including 
hefty fines and even jail, sadly itôs not unusual to see rubbish 
dumped by the roadside and in laybys and ditches in Bitton. 

I reported one such instance to South Gloucestershire  
Council at the start of the new year. In the gateway of a field 
in the lane leading down to Fieldgrove House, there was a 
motley collection of household rubbish, including an artificial  
Christmas tree still with decorations on. 

Among the waste was paperwork containing personal  
information that may help the council trace the offender. 

The council, which says it has a ñzero-tolerance approachò  
to fly-tipping, was quick to remove the waste, and we wait with 
interest to see whether a prosecution will now follow. 

Last January a Bristol man was charged under the  
Environmental Protection Act (1990) for fly-tipping a bed and a 
mattress in Bitton. He pleaded guilty and was fined Ã350 and 
ordered to pay costs of Ã600.

H 
igh winds and torrential rain have been 
battering the West Country in recent days 
but today dawned sunny and by lunchtime it felt as if 

spring might almost be here. Sitting beside my beehives, I am 
surprised to see a few bees emerge from first one hive and 
then another, tentatively explore the entrance and then  
suddenly take flight.    

Today is January 7. A garden thermometer sits directly in the 
sun beside my front door. It registers 10ÜC. The bees are flying 
very close to the wind as from what I have read, they need an 
air temperature of 12ÜC to be able to fly.  

Beneath each hive, a sprinkling of wax catches my eye, some 
white and some a deep gold dust. This is always a good sign 
in early January as it means that worker bees are uncapping 
the wax from their honey cells to provide enough space on the 

action plan identifying solutions to local issues. It is hoped the 
ideas put forward in it will be taken into consideration by South 
Gloucestershire Council and Bitton Parish Council when  
taking decisions that affect our community. 

All households and businesses in the parish will receive a 
summary of the plan - look out for it dropping through your 
letterbox. Among some of the findings are that provision for 
young people throughout the parish is felt to be poor, that  
people are concerned about speeding on local roads, and that 
we recognise that weôre lucky to live close to the Green Belt. 

Bitton is not alone in preparing such a plan: itôs a process  
being undertaken by many parishes all over the country.  
Successive government policies have encouraged the idea of 
community-led planning with the aim of enabling villages and 
rural areas to have more say in how they develop.

comb for the queen to start to lay her eggs once more.  

Already these colonies are planning to replace their winter 

bees, which will slowly die in a month or two, and then build up 
their numbers until they have a full house by April, in time to 
make the most of the abundant blossoms in early spring. 

This warm spell comes as a surprise after the very wet and 
windy days since Christmas. In the gales, several branches 
have been blown down from the overhead lime tree; they lie 
scattered around but none have hit the hives. 

I wonder why the bees are flying so early in the year as none 
are visiting the sweet blossoms on the Mahonia nearby. More 
likely they have been using the brief, warm spell to take  
cleansing flights. Colonies are very conscious of the need to 
keep themselves free of disease, living as they do in close 
proximity within the hive. Defecating within the confines of the 
hive would spread disease so they keep hold of their faeces by 
expanding their abdomens, waiting until the air temperature is 
high enough for them to fly. It must be a great relief for them 
but they do risk getting cold and becoming comatose when 
they venture outside in winter as, unlike warm-blooded  
mammals, they cannot control their own body heat. Instead 
they keep warm through staying close to each other in the hive 
and generating heat by flexing their wing muscles. 

I notice some bees fly back fast but some are sitting  
motionless on the alighting board. Returning half and hour later 
I find the hives silent and still as the sun starts to lose its 
warmth. 

I look for signs of Nosema, a form of bee dysentery common 
in winter, easy to spot as yellow splodges covering the alighting 
board, and am pleased to see that the hives are clean and  
I trust the bees are healthy. 

The forecast is for winter to return in a day or so and the bees 
do seem to be well prepared to survive on their own resources 
until the warmer and longer days arrive.
